opening  the  PRINT  page  and  selecting  the  Arrangement  on  fabric  
item  from  the  "List  of  Available  Prints",  a  
suggestion  is  displayed  on  how  to  position  the  model  on  the  
fabric.

The  vertical  arrow  indicates  the  quantity  of  fabric  required,  while  the  
horizontal  arrow  indicates  the  width  of  the  fabric,  it  can  be  double  
fabric  (when  75cm  is  indicated)  or  single  fabric  (when  150cm  is  
indicated).
